FOR FALL

Great new reads debut
this month

This season may be one of the best for
book sales in a long time. With publish-
ers armed to the hilt with noted authors,
they're ready to pack bookseller shelves
and readers’ arms with numerous titles.
No matter what your favorite genre is,
there’s something for you.

‘The Lost Symbol’ by Dan Brown
Doubleday, $29.95; available now

With more than 5 million books
ordered for this long-awaited follow-up
to “The DaVinci
Code,” the No. 1
best-selling novel
of all time, “The
Lost Symbol” is
one of the most
heavily anticipated
books this year.
The plot has been
one of the publish-
ing world’s best-
kept secrets but with its release this
week readers can stop imagining and
start reading.

The book features a fast-paced plot
involving the Freemasons that unfolds in
12 hours. Symbologist Robert Langdon,
hero of Brown’s last two novels, “Code”
and the superior “Angels and Demons,”
has been invited to the nation’s capital
to help decipher an item found in the
Capitol and encoded with five symbols.
After Langdon’s mentor is kidnapped,
he realizes that the only way to find him
is to follow the mysterious trail the item
inspires, and the search begins.

The opening chapter reads a bit stiffly
and makes you feel as if you've been
there, done that. Stay with it for at least
three chapters. Just as in the last two
Brown novels, readers can almost hear
the scary music at the end of each chap-
ter, which will likely propel readers into
many late nights of reading this 528-
page, page-turning romp.

‘True Compass’ by
Sen. Edward Kennedy

Another much-anticipated book came
to bookstores this week. Sen. Edward
Kennedy's memoirs offer a searing,
soul-searching inside look at an imper-
fect man and dutiful public servant.
The book’s editor told “60 Minutes”
that the completed book arrived at Ken-
nedy’s Massachusetts home the day he
died but that he and wife, Vicky, had
been working on
it for the past two

years.
While the Ken-
nedy family’s

caché as American

royalty has been

fading in recent

years, the mem-

oir, the first of its

kind, looks at the

very personal story of this unique family.
The most touching stories aren’t about
the issues Kennedy championed, but
more about the personal, heartwarm-
ing accounts of the senator, the young-
est of nine, and his parents and famous
brothers, President John F. Kennedy
and Sen. Bobby Kennedy.

You won't find anything here about
scandals such as Chappaquiddick that
you probably didn’t know already. But
what you will find is a view of one of the
most fascinating Americans in recent
times. U

‘Her Fearful Symmetry’ by Audrey Niffenegger
Scribner, $26.99; available Sept. 29

Dan Brown’s not the only author with an eagerly antici-
pated follow-up set to debut this month. Audrey Niffenegger,
author of the much-beloved “Time Traveler’s Wife,” releases

her first novel in six years, “Her Fearful Symmetry.” It's a

haunting story that follows the lives of American twin girls

who move to London to live in an apartment left to them by

their aunt. As these Chicago natives learn more about their

apartment, which borders a cemetery, and its neighbors, the girls become part
of a new ghostly world. It's perfect reading for October’s cooler temps.
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
